Level 3 More serious issues in playground or classroom- Article 19 ‘We have the right to be safe and protected from harm’ 
We have introduced a Zero Tolerance approach to physical violence/verbal abuse.
This will be for in the school, classroom and playground. 
Any member of staff can issue a Focus Time slip for physical violence. 

Children will receive Focus Time that day or following day depending on the time of the incident. The Focus Time will take place during break and lunchtime.
The Focus Time will take place with a member of the Senior Leadership Team.
 Focus Time texts will go home to update parents.

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Promoting Positive Relationships 
At St Catherine’s Primary School we believe children’s Rights play a central part of our Values. 

As a staff we have reviewed our Promoting Relationships Policy to reflect Children’s Rights and the role they have to ensure others enjoy their Rights. 
We have undertaken work on Restorative Approaches and looking at the very best ways to support children to be able to resolve conflict effectively. 
As partners in your child’s education we appreciate your support in respecting the rules we have in place to protect all our St Catherine’s Children and we encourage you to discuss this leaflet with your child and support us in enforcing these rules.

Bullying behaviour is never acceptable within Glasgow City Council’s schools/centres1. All children and young people have an entitlement to work and play in a learning environment in which they feel valued, respected and safe and are free from all forms of abuse, bullying or discrimination.

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                 What does this look like in our school?
We have three levels that we work through for the majority of our behaviour and relationship management in our school. 

LEVEL 1 Restorative approaches – Article 12 ‘We have the                right to be listened to’
All low level issues will be dealt with through Restorative              Conversations. These give all people involved the chance to discuss their issues and look for ways to solve their conflicts and out situations right. 

LEVEL 2 Friday Focus Time  - Article  28 ‘We have the right to an education’
This will support all aspects of classroom behaviour management  for example chattiness or shouting out. 

It will be linked to the Rights Respecting Schools Charters children create at the start of the school year. 

Children will have 2 warnings to try and correct their actions before losing 5 minutes from Playtime on Friday. Children could lose 5 – 15 minutes of playtime on Friday. 

We will text home to parents/ carers to let you know why children have lost Friday Focus Time. 
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
